The Scout Heritage Museum features National and Council history, historic 
photographs, rare Scouting books, unique badges and awards, interesting memorabilia from jamborees and 
camporees, uniforms and insignia, camp items and the famous Ben Hunt Collection of neckerchief slides and 
artifacts.  The Museum contains Scouting memorabilia and information since Scouting’s inception in 1910. 
 
Tours Available: The museum is open all year on Tuesday’s and Thursday’s from 12:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m.  
Also, from Labor Day until Memorial Day, the museum is open on Saturday mornings from 9:00 a.m. until 
12:30 p.m.   
 
Tours are welcome and can be arranged upon request.  Tours are generally around 30 minutes in length.  
However, the length of the tour can be altered depending on the number of youth attending.
